• Prior to starting Camtasia, be sure you have plugged in your USB headset/microphone (preferable) or 

microphone.  Read the tips on getting a good recording. 

• The PowerPoint Add In must be enabled. See “how to” for this process. 

STEP 1STEP 1STEP 1STEP 1    

Opening Camtasia and PowerPoint 

1. After opening Camtasia, click on <Record a Power point> in the Right column or pop up. 

 

2. Window will open so presentation can be found and opened. 

3. Click on presentation 

4. Click <Open> 

5. PowerPoint Opens 

 



STEP 2STEP 2STEP 2STEP 2    

Record the lecture 

 

1. Click <Add-Ins> 

2. Click <Record> 

 

 

3. In the lower right corner click record when ready. 

4. Click through slides as you give the lecture. 

 

 

 



STEP 3STEP 3STEP 3STEP 3    

Stop the Recording and Save 

 

1. The easiest way to stop the complete recording is to hit escape key. (Esc, in upper left keyboard) 

a. Note: ctrl shft F9 to pause the recording. 

b. Or leave the screen after hitting escape and hit continue when return 

2. After hitting escape key, click <Stop Recording> 

 

3. Name and save the recording. 

 

 



STEP 4STEP 4STEP 4STEP 4    

Ready Clip for Editing and Production 

1. When recording complete, choose one of the following 

a. If recording was flawless, Click radio circle to produce.  (Go to how to, Directly produce PowerPoint 

without going to edit mode– NO EDITS or SmartFocus) 
b. Normally, there will be minor voiceovers to do, so click radio circle beside Edit Recording 

i. Also, use edit if you like to apply Camtasia’s smart focus capability.  It will zoom in and out based 

on curser position.  Normally works well but can be easily spot or removed completely. 

2. Click <OK> 

 

3. If you have notes that you would like to add as captions, click <yes>, otherwise <No> 

 

 

 

 



4. If editing, choose your presets, we use web 

5. Click Change Video dimensions and apply smart focus if you like that feature otherwise click OK 

6. Click <OK> 

 

7. Watch the video 

a. If edits are necessary, see Correcting a small audio bumble (Voiceover) and Splitting and Splicing. 
b. If edits are not necessary, see Render and Produce the Video in WMV format.
